The Crisis of Democracy in The Age Of 
Information & Communication Technology

The development of science 
and technology in general 
and information technology 

in particular is supposed to make the 
socio-economic and political life of 
the people easier and it has fulfilled its 
promises to great extent but has created 
many problems in the life of the people 
in turn. “Government Of The People, For 
The People and By The People” this is 
what Lincoln said about democracy and 
Information technology has acquired a 
dominant status in the affairs of the people 
and the state in the name of strengthening 
the roots of democracy giving voice to the 
unheard and uniting the people by giving 
them a platform to accumulate pressure on 
the govt. But the question arises is it really 
doing its supposed job or something else? 

The ICT has changed the essence of the 
words of Abraham Lincoln as science and 
technology is now a days used to off the 
people instead of the people let us take the 
example of Hong Kong where the voices of 
the people are being crushed with the help 
of sophisticated science and technology. 
Making the liberty of expression, 
criticism of Government’s policies and 
movements: the essence of democracy 
impossible. Democracy is no more for 
the people it has become due to ICT Far 
the people because ICT is used as a tool 
for the indoctrination of people,it’s used 
to spread in Marxist terminology “false 
consciousness” among the people.

But 
the level of interest users are increasing 
in double digits. MathewHindman in his 
book “The Myth of Digital Democracy” 
argues that due to lack of users 
sophistication certain political parties and 
like-minded people get united,  leaving no 
space for the rival views thus it give way 
to political polarization in the society. He 
further exposes those who claims that 
Digital media and internet widens 
the political participation by giving 
them the right to write blogs freely.
He says that “it may be easier to 
speak in cyberspace but it remains 
difficult to be heard” and he blames 
hyperlink based on algorithms and
Artificial intelligence because
people don’t have enough time and 
knowledge to deliberately  select the 
content to be read thus whenever they 
need some information they simply type 
some words and click on the suggestion 
given below by the search engine which is 
based on the frequent and most dominant 
one, this led to the creation of what Herbert
Marcuse calls One Dimensional Man. He 
in his book One Dimensional Man says 
that “One dimensional thought is created 
by the makers of the politics and their 
purveyors’hypothesis which incessantly 
and monopolistically repeated, become 
hypotonic definitions of dictations.” Thus, 
IT led the people move in preconceived 
direction determined by the dominant 
ideology or perspective. Moreover digital 
divide is in might condition in India, 
according to a report of Internet and 
Mobile Association of India in 2017 out 
of the urban population of 455 million, 

295 millionwereinternet users but in 
rural India out of 918 milliononly 182 
millionwereinternet users ,this is an issue 
which should be looked into because 
without proper representation and digital 
literacy the notion of night is right will 
prevail. It does not generate knowledge 
but opinion and information and people 
on the social networking platforms driven 
enthusiastically by dominant opinion 
which is a danger to democracy. Most 
importantly democracy needs values like 
justice, truth, morality and honesty etc. to 
sustain which information technology is 
lacking meaning information generated 
through ICT can’t differentiate between 
right and wrong and it can be mutualized 
against the interest of the people. 
The development of ICT, to a great 
extent degenerating the democracy 
and transforming it into democratic 
authoritarianism or Authoritarianism 
2.0 OR Digital Authoritarianism as ICT 
usually works on the top-down approach 
and is crushing the democratic spirit from 
the people which is regulated by the State 
.All this personal data is being used in 
recognizing, tracking and suppressing the 
leaders of dissident movements.    The 
case of Cambridge Analytica 2018 in 
which Facebook sold the personal data of 
millions of people to political parties and 
MNC’s according to a recent report by 
UNESCO South Asia has witnessed the 
highest number of internet shutdowns and 
India topping the list, the reason behind 
the shutdown is nothing but surpassing 
the potential protest against the state and 
govt. Thus state has the sole control over 

the people directly or indirectly,It canshut 
your mouth off at any timein the name 
of maintenance of law and order and can 
throw us a century back when people 
didn’t have the means of communication 
except postal services within fraction of 
minutes with minimal cost thus leaving 
nothing outside the state, all within 
the state and nothing against the state. 
There emerged a new kind of Digital 
Feudalism in the age of ICT where 
few digital feudal lords like Facebook, 
Google, YouTube and Twitter etc. which 
have control over the mode of production. 
These feudal lords have no transparency, 
Profit motive, centralised control of ICT 
and monopoly of access to public data 
etc. thus there prevailing class struggle 
between telecommunication and social 
media companies (bourgeois) and common 
digital citizens. And the destiny of the 
digital proletariat is Digital Communism 
which means there will be storageof 
Artificial Intelligence and algorithm data 
in open source venues open for public 
access and Decentralized autonomous 
control over the ICT and promotion of 
digital literacy alongwith higher education 
among people. These are some measures 
which should be taken in order to avoid 
the anti-democratic use of information 
and communication technology.
ICT is actually complementary to 
democracy in India  it has huge potential 
to realize the slogan of karlmarx “workers 
of the world unite” as it has given a 
platform to disadvantaged and voiceless 
people to speak you can remember 
the europeanrefugee crisis of 2015 
when the photo of AlyanKurdi of Syria 
lying dead on the beach has shaken the 
humanity of people around the world 
were feeling the pain of suffering of 
Syrian refugees and Germany opened 
its borders for the Syrian refugees this 
is what ICT can do for humanity…

Through this yojna(planning), 
government provide all free facilities 
for marriage with financial assistance.

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The Law is made for the Society, 
it is made to perish the needs and 
wants of the society. Since the 

society is subject to time dynamics and 
so do the laws. The law and the society 
always go hand in hand in a good legal 
justice system. The dimensions of the 
society is always changing, so as the 
custom. But, sometimes, there is the 
tussle between the law and the custom. 
The part of the society which leans more 
towards the custom, sometimes gets 
rebellious towards the constitution. The 
issue of the Sabrimala is one of its face.
It is quite ironical that in the five-member 
bench of the Supreme Court that ruled 
in September last year that all pilgrims, 
including women in the menstruating age 
group, can enter the Sabarimala temple 
in Kerala. Initially, it had taken the view 
that when there is a clash between two 
Constitutional principles — in this case, 
Article 14, promoting equality, and 
Article 25, promoting religious freedom 
— it is the duty of the Supreme Court to 
reconcile the two or decide which one 
should prevail. The Supreme Court did 
this, by a 4-1 majority, in favour of Article 
14.
She was the only woman in the bench, 
Justice Indu Malhotra. Her opinion was 
that, at one level, this is a valid point of 
view. Religion is a matter of faith. Faith 
is based on belief that is sui generis. It 
cannot be subjected to a rationality test. 
There were various contentions proposed 

by both the parties. The defence contented 
that the women between the age group of 
10 to 50 were not allowed to enter the 
shrine because they were considered as 
impure as they menstruates according 
to Hinduism. The another reason is the 
legend of the deity at Sabarimala is that 
Lord Ayyappa did not want to see any 
female in the reproductive stage of life, 
and deliberately removed himself to his 
jungle abode for that purpose. Therefore, 
women are barred out of respect for his 
wishes. On the other hand, the petitioners 

who were in favour of of allowing women 
entry to Sabarimala temple argue that 
menstruation is not impure, and that 
women have equal right to enter the 
temple. Some pointed out that women 
are allowed to enter other temples of 
Ayyappan, so that the exception for 
Sabarimala is unusual and inconsistent. 
A frequent criticism is that claims 
that women are impure, based on the 
physiological process of menstruation, is 
gender discrimination. 
Menstruation is the natural and the

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biological process that all the women 
undergo. “Rules based on biological 
characteristics will not muster 
constitution.1”, the Supreme Court 
quoted. Though many menstruation-
age woman had entered the Sabarimala 
temple and it had been purified using 
tantric rituals in such violations before the 

supreme court verdict such as the famous 
Jayamala incident, no woman between 
the age of 10 to 50 were able to go inside 
the Sabarimala shrine. The constitution 
guarantees the freedom of religion under 
Article 25 and 26. Here, in Article 25, the 
constitution assures an individual, the 
freedom to practice, profess and propagate 
the religion of one’s own choice. On 
the other hand, Article 26 grants every 

religious denomination the right to 
“establish and maintain institutions for 
religious and charitable purposes.”. 
Both the rights in this burning issue is 
now in a contradictory situation. “If the 
Constitution has meaning, can it allow 
what is derogatory to women?”, asked 
the apex court However the Hon’ble 
Supreme Court goes with the Article 14 
which is the basic structure as well as 
the basic fundamental right of the citizen 
of India. The then Chief Justice Dipak 

Misra, and his colleagues Justices AM
Khanvilkar, RF Nariman, and DY 
Chandrachud ruled that any exception 
due to ‘biological
differences’ violates the right to equality 
guaranteed under Article 14 of the 
Constitution, and the right to freedom 
of religion protected by Article 25. Both 
these articles constitute fundamental 
rights.

It is no doubt true that still, in the present 
scenario there is huge political as well as 
social arenas over the issue of the Shrine. 
But, it can also not be denied that the 
constitution have jumped a
step forward towards the ideal justice to 
everyone. Hence, the Sabarimala verdict 
became the landmark judgement in 
bringing up the new phase of equality and 
justice onto the new India!

NAAC 
team assessed CUSB on their 
own parameters and graded the 
university as “A” grade university 
that is how CUSB became first 
“A” grade central university of 
Bihar. It was like a dream, even 
today many believe, it is dream 
but it is a sweetest dream of 
CUSBians which has come true 
due to guidance and motivation 
of a seasoned academician Prof. 
Rathore who was the captain of the 
ship under his guidance committee 
was formed and worked together 
to achieve this target. Further, Prof. 
Rathore, DAAD fellow himself is 
an ace researcher and despite his 
busy schedule he kept writing 
research papers, he was aware with 
the fact that only intensive research 
output could bring fame to the 
university so he motivated faculty 
members to intensify research 
and motivated them to bring 
more funded research projects to 
the university this has resulted 
into up gradation of university 
in NIRF ranking and CUSB 
became first and only university 
from Bihar which qualified in 
the list of top 100 university of 
country. With the motivation of 
Prof. Rathore University adopted 
CBCS pattern in its true spirit 
and became first university 
which has implemented CBCS.
If one could see the kaleidoscope 
of past, may find that CUSB came 

into existence in 2009 and started 
its journey from two rented rooms 
at Hindi Bhawan, Patna. The first 
Vice Chancellor of the University 
Professor Janak Pandey shared his 
experience when he was a vice 
chancellor of a Central University, 
blank page was there, no staff, 
no one to even acknowledge 
him as his boss. There was 
no campus, nothing only his 
designation as Vice Chancellor 
was his motivational factor. His 
first challenge to ensure huge 
infrastructure for this only Central 
University of Bihar and despite 
many turbulences he managed to 
shift this university to Birla Institute 
of Technology, Patna Campus. 
Once after establishing his office 
Prof. Pandey concentrated upon 
expansion of CUB by making 
appointments of staff and faculty. 
First Assistant Professor Anju 
Helen Bera in the Department 
of Developmental studies, while 
sharing her experience, has said, 
I joined this university and it was 
like coming to a family, where one 
can’t discriminate who is from 
teaching and who is from non- 
teaching. We use to sit together 
and used to sip cup of tea. Prime 
focus of then VC was to excel 
in academics. She further added 
that she is proud to declare that 
the culture of togetherness, good 
teaching and learning which was 
laid in the foundation of this 
university still exists. Now when 
this university is at Gaya it is like 

coming to home in true sense. 
Thanks to current vice chancellor 
Professor Harishchandra Singh 
Rathore for his immense 
and magical contribution. 
During his stay as a Vice 
Chancellor at CUSB Professor 
Rathore managed to establish 
robust academic system, efficient 
administration and   wide-ranging 
infrastructure in just four and half 
year which is phenomenal and 
unbelievable. He could do this 
because of his clear vision and his 
commitment to work. Teachers at 
CUSB, while remembering old 
days, especially 5th August, 2015, 
the date when Professor Rathore 
joined the university and took a 
round of the entire university, met 
with every staff and visited all the 
departments, thereafter interacted 
with students and teachers. While 
interacting with CUSB family he 
saw a dream and said that “this 
temporary campus is not our home, 
our home is permanent campus 
which will get ready soon at Gaya” 
at that time it was like a dream 
because not even a single stone 
was laid down at allocated land at 
Gaya. But Students and teachers 
believed him, cheered for him, 
and resolved to stay with him in 
all odd circumstances for new and 
permanent campus. Prof. Rathore’s 
charismatic personality and style 
of work made him a super hero for 
students and teachers as well. With 
a support of all stakeholders Prof. 
Rathore started working on dream 
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project of CUSB campus and made 
a magnificent state of art. Within 
few months his efforts created a 
magic and it was realised by others 
only when administrative building 
became functional. Although there 
was lack of many basic facilities 
like water, electricity even though 
he decided to shift administration 
to its permanent campus, for this 
decision h received some criticism 
as well but he was firm in his 
decision as he was knowing that 
investment of time, well thought 
action and sacrifice are the key 
ingredients of history writing 
and evolution of CUSB is not 
less than that. He himself started 
his office from Gaya campus 
without proper electricity and 
water facility and motivated others 
to do so. All the administrative 
staff also supported him and 
worked day and night to achieve 
all the target set by their leader. 
The 300 acre sprawling university 
campus welcomes all with a 
grand entrance plaza and further 
provides visual delight with a 
half-globe shaped stupa and 
a magnificent multi storied 
administrative block building. 
Besides, the school’s buildings 
named as Earth Biological and 
computer Science building, Social 
and Policy building, School of 
Education building, Vivekananda 
Lecture Hall theatre Complex, two 
hostels one each for boys and girls 
which could accommodate almost 
1000 students, one luxurious guest 
house all these state of art are 
like visual treat for visitors which 
offers an immaculate environment 
for academic and other activities. 
In the meantime, with his consistent 
efforts honourable vice chancellor 
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also prompt in getting funds for 
construction of new buildings such 
as staff quarters, 600-bed hostel, 
health centre and central library. 
At present University have 14 
schools in which 10 schools are fully 
active. There are 21 departments. 
Total admitted students in the 
university are around 2000. The 
university is committed to provide 
best academic facilities to students. 
To fulfil that university worked 
on making central library rich in 
quality books and journals. The 
university have a well-equipped 
central library with 25000 books, 
117 print journals and more 
than 8200 full text e-journal 
from renowned publishers.
Prof. Rathore is a multidisciplinary 
scholar with a deep knowledge 
and his interest in ecology which 
has enforced him to consider the 
fact that university campus is 
situated in arid zone and hence 
require comprehensive water 
management system so he also 
focussed on development of green 
campus with water conservation 
bodies by ensuring zero discharge 
of water outside campus and for 
that University has dig a pond 
inside the campus. University 
has carried out various plantation 
drives and it is still on this has 
turned a no man’s land into a lush 
green campus full of smiling faces. 
Prof. H.C.S Rathore has planned 
two more ponds so that ground 

water level remains constant and 
underground water table gets 
recharged regularly. Besides 
these, eco- friendly initiatives 
in University has explored 
renewable source of energy to 
lessen its power consumption cost 
and hence, installed solar street 
lights for streets inside campus. 
The CUSB is growing and its 
growth is astonishing in just one 
decade this gives us tremendous 
energy and motivation as our 
leader believes in the famous 
quote of Swami Vivekananda 
that is ‘Awake arise and stop not 
till the goal achieved’. As a Vice 
Chancellor Professor H.C.S. 
Rathore once have said that he has 
high hopes with this university and 
he could see its bright future even 
today in coming years University 
will add more facilities and could 
contribute more.
