Reforms in Indian Judicial System: A Crying Need of Today

¢ ¢ The bed rock of our democracy is the rule of law and
that means we have to have an independent judiciary,
Judges who can make decisions independent of the
political winds that are blowing.” This quote by “Cardine
Kennedy” clearly describes the importance of judiciary in
any democracy and democracy turns into demon-cracy
without independent judiciary but if this independent and
impartial judiciary with s
speedy and efficient I_ ;
system turns into
ponderous,
excruciatingly slow and
inefficient then the only
thing which is needed for
it is judicial reforms.
Reforms simply means

As far as Judicial Reform in India is concerned there is a
crying need for judicial reform in the present system
prevailing in India. Now-a-Days there are immense
number of ambiguities which are needed to be rectified.
From its infrastructure, to number of judges, from

appointment to impeachment, pendency to speedy justice

and corruption to archaic laws there are major portions in

the present judicial system which are highly
needed to be reformed and rectified.
The major judicial reforms which
are a need for today are-

. Appointment of Judges-

A The firstand foremost reform

. that is needed in Indian

mechanism both at the
higher as well as at the lower
levels. . Lack of transparency

procedure in the collegium
system of judges' appointment in

higher judiciary lead to a direct conflict between
executive and judiciary with coming of the National
Judicial Appointment Commission Bill 2014, which was
further rejected by the apex court and the collegium
system which was known for its opaqueness and
nepotism remained constant. Art124(2) of the Indian
Constitution gives powers and describes procedure of
o appointment of judges of
high court and supreme
court including CJI to the
President of India but
Collegium makes
President a passive and
nominal body. Also, in
lower judiciary the

appointment at higher

posts is not provided but
R only through promotions
unlike executive. Thus, on the one hand at higher
judiciary collegium creates empires within
empire(imperium in imperio) and at lower judiciary it
creates a gap as well as a sense of discrimination with
higher judiciary.

This can be reformed by providing an amended form of
National Judicial Appointment Bill, also like UK they can
also invite applications or entrance fixing certain criteria
for the appointment of judges in higher judiciary. Also,
exams for direct appointments at higher posts after fixing
criteria can also be done at lower judiciary. The presen!
system is totally unable to comply with incapability of
judges which occurs due to collegium and the solution i
voluntary retirement as the impeachment procedure is s¢
complex.Problems such as “Uncle Judges™ and clash o
ego as in the recent case of “J. Karnan” can be rectifiec

through changing the appointment mechanism.

ii. Pendency of cases and Delay in justice - The secont

problem is the number of pending cases which is ver,
high in numbers either in high court or in lower courts

This is due to lack in the number of judges resulting into @



huge pendency. This pendency is a major cause for delay
in justice. One more reason for the pendency of cases is
due to lack of infrastructure. The infrastructure problem
at the lower courts is worst. Even lacking in area they also
lack good technological facilities to work on. There is a
famous quotation that “justice delayed is the justice
denied” and one of the biggest flaw of Indian judicial
System is delay in justice. Article 21 of the Indian
Constitution includes, right to get justice on time under
right to life and personal liberty. Justice is of no meaning
if it 1s given after decades. For €.g. in the famous case of
“Rupan Deol Bajaj vs. K.P.S Gill” where an IAS officer
got justice after more than 30 yrs. And resulted into
nominal punishment when both the officers grew old after
retirement. The complex process, Interpretation
mechanism and way of adjudication creates a web of time
taking steps in which a common man can just hope for
timely justice.

The only solution to reduce the rate of pendency and to
provide justice on time is “Alternate dispute resolution
system”. For the suits which are running in the courts for
years “mediation” is the easiest as well as most effective
method. For criminal proceedings mechanisms such as
“plea bargaining™ must be promoted as well as adopted.
Tribunals must be flourished once again to reduce the
burden from trail courts. For company issues government
itself formed NCLAT (National Company Law Appellate
Tribunal) which has become dormant and passive now a
day. Thus there is a huge need to change the traditional
modes of justice which is prevalent in India.
Technological advancements should also me made for

proper delivery of order and case dairies.

iii. Accessibility to justice- The delay in justice and
pendency in a huge number reduces the accessibility of
justice from a common or poor man. Firstly it is costly,
secondly it is time taking and thirdly due to its complex
procedures it becomes non accessible. It is often said that
“no money-no justice”. A common man or a poor man can
seek for justice in lower courts but he can just think of

going to high courts or Supreme Court. This complex

system and delay in justice, in the matter of civil case
results into loss to trade and commerce and often caus
harm to the foreign investments. In any title suit tt
possession of land remains with the one who is in pow:
and due to delay in justice the innocent suffers and if t
verdict comes against him that becomes final.

The solution for this problem is to efficiently stimula
Article 39(A) of the Indian Constitution which ensures |
provide free legal aid to the poor. A lack of providing fre
legal aid to the needy is also an important loophole in tt
Indian Judicial system. The formalities which are show
by dormant District Legal Services Authorities (DLS/
in the name of legal awareness and free legal aid a
needed to be properly channelized. The schems
formulated by National Legal Services Authority (NLS/
to provide free legal aid must be followed at lower leve
and panel lawyers must be appointed in every district 1
provide legal aid easily.

iv. Presence of Archaic Laws — One of the bigge

problem in our judicial system which is needed to t
reformed is the huge set of archaic laws and sectior
which are of no use for today. Some sections from Code «
Criminal Procedure 1973, Indian Penal Code 1860 an
even from our Constitution of India some articles ai
needed to be ratified. These archaic laws not only create
hurdles in getting justice but also creates confusions in t
judicial mind which often leads to further flaws. Thes

archaic laws are needed to be amended as

soon as possible as these are of no use

and are meaningless.

v. Other Reforms — Apart

from all these basic
structural reforms there is
also the presence of
corruption, nepotism and
lack of accountability

among the legal fraternity p- i

which is very dangerous. The
posts of Judges of High Court

are transferable which should not



be as they get very less time to adjust and to pronounce
justice. Itis often said that there is constitution as supreme
authority, but “constitution is what the judges interpret it”.
Thus, they must be highly accountable towards it. The
social responsibility of the legal fraternity must be
reformed as they must owe some. There must be some
more prisoners right and need more reforms in the
criminal justice system.

Thus, in a nutshell it is the reform which can cause
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revolution. There is a famous quote by “Rodney
Dangerfield” that “At twenty a man is full of fight and
hope. He wants to reform the world, but he knows he
can't”. So, Our Judicial System is in its 20s and it can be
reformed now not in its 70s. Thus, it is never late to start
and it is the duty as well as responsibility of the whole
legal fraternity to bring in reform and make our citizens

proud and faithful towards our judicial system.

FAMOUS FAILURES INSPIRE TO ACHIEVE

1-Abraham Lincoln
Born in 1809, Abraham Lincoln is famously known for
being the 16th President of the United States. He was a
champion of equal rights, and he blazed a trail towards the
freedom of slaves in America. But Lincoln didn't start out
as a success story. He failed numerous times before
attaining the highest office in the land. In 1832, when he
was 23-years old, Lincoln lost his job. At the same time,
he also lost his bid for State Legislature. Just 3 years later,
at the age of 26, the love of his life, Ann Rutledge died.
Another three years later? He lost his bid to become
Speaker in the Illinois House of Representatives. In 1848,

atthe age of 39-years
old, Lincoln also

after that, at the age
L of 49-years old, he
was defeated in his
quest to become a
U.S. Senator. Of
course, through all the personal, business and political
failures, Lincoln didn't give up.

In 1846, Lincoln was elected to the U.S. House of
Representatives where he drafted a bill to abolish slavery.
In 1861, at the age of 52, he secured the office of President
of the United States and has since become one of the most
famous failures to ever hold office in the United States.

His face also appears on the U.S. five-dollar bill.

2 - Albert Einstein

Born in 1879, the man that we all know as one of the most
brilliant minds to have ever lived, was once considered a
major failure. In fact, Einstein didn't speak until he was 4-
years old. Yes, four-years old. In 1895, at the age of 16, he
failed to pass the examination for entrance into the Swiss

Federal Polytechnic school located in Zurich. And while

he did graduate
from university, he
struggled and
nearly dropped * :
out, doing very
poorly during the g
course of his
studies there. In
fact, he was in such
dire straits that at
the time of his il
father's death, he .

considered his son to be a major failure, which left your

Einstein completely heartbroken. After graduating, 1
wandered, unsure of what to do with his life. After son
time, he ended up taking a job as an insurance salesma
going door to door in an attempt to sell insuranc
Eventually, 2 years later, he took a job at the Patent Offic
as an assistant examiner, evaluating patent applicatiol
for a variety of devices.

Of course, this is the same individual who brought us tt
theory of relativity, with groundbreaking work done
physics and mathematics, and helped us to reach deep
understandings about how the universe work
developing several fundamentals core laws governir
physics, won the Nobel Prize in 1921 and created tl
beginnings of quantum theory.

3-Charles Darwin

Born in the same year as 4
Abraham Lincoln, in 1809, ‘
Charles Darwin's life was j
once considered a major
failure by even his own
father. In fact, it was due to
his interest in nature that
Darwin ended up neglecting
his medical studies at the
University of Edinburgh, and in
1827, dropped out and quit school,



leading his father to say, “You care for nothing but

shooting, dogs and rat catching.”

In a second attempt

at school, Darwin
enrolled in Christ's
College at the
University of
Cambridge the
following winter
semester. In 1831, he
realized that this
wasn't for him either,
as he was too
distracted to finish
schooling. Once again, he quit and dropped out of college
for the second time.

In his autobiography, Darwin knew that others, including

his father, were displeased in him. He stated, “I was

considered by all my masters and my father, a very
ordinary boy, rather below the common standard of
intellect.” In effect, he was summed up as a failure in life,
or as an “idle gentlemen,” which was another phrase used
by his father.

Of course, things didn't remain that way for Darwin.
Today, he is considered as one of the most influential
scientific minds of our time. His theories on natural
selection and evolution have had a major impact on our
understanding of species and life here on earth, along

with the progress of biological organisms.

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Mass Surveillance System: The AADHAR Awakening

ass Surveillance is the system of surveillance of
Mintact population in order to monitor that group of
citizens. States who promote this arugue that it is an
integral part of any state in order to fight terrorism. On the
contrary, mass surveillance has often been criticized for
being violative of privacy rights, limiting civil & political
rights and being illegal under some legal or constitutional
systems. Another criticism is that increasing mass
surveillance could lead to the development of a
Surveillance State where civil liberties are infringed or
political discord is undermined. Such a state could be
referred to as a Totalitarian State. India is also not
lagging behind with the notion of “Absolutism™ where the
state imposes any legislation irrespective of being
violative of citizens' fundamental rights. India has
introduced a biometric card project AADHAR also
labelled as the world's biggest Mass Surveillance
Project.
Aadhaar is a 12-digit unique identification number issued
to all Indian residents based on their biometrics (including
fingerprints and iris scans) and demographic data. The
data is collected by the Unique Identification Authority of
India (UIDAI) a statutory authority established on 12
July, 2016 by the government of India, under the
provisions of the Aadhaar (Targeted Delivery of Financial
and other Subsidies, Benefits and Services) Act, 2016. It's
used, among other things, to verify the identity of a person
receiving a government subsidy or a service. This
trailblazing project is aimed at obtaining demographic
and biometric informations and being forced upon Indian
citizens, with no choice for an individual to opt-out of the
system. The Indian government has claimed that setting
up Aadhaar would establish a system of protection against
corruption in the dispensation of social benefits.
However, unlike countries where similar schemes have
been implemented, invasive biometric collection is being

imposed as a condition for basic amenities in India. The

privacy and surveillance risks associated with the sck

have caused much dissension in India.

As of March 2018, the Unique Identification Authori
India (UIDAI) has issued 1.15 billion UIDs cove
nearly 89.5% of the population making Aadhaar
largest biometric database in the world. By ra
working towards linking Aadhaar with all public
some private transactions, the government has m
away from its initial agenda and instead tov
achieving a surveillance society. This draconiar
system is linking with every aspect of an individual':
from booking train tickets, registering marriages, o1

seeking scholarships, to mobile phone

numbers, bank accounts, and schools
and colleges. In many of these
cases, it is mandatory. The
aggregation of this data,
along with various other data
sets interlinked to Aadhaar,
will enable the government
to trace the movements,
social relationships, and
interactions of residents so
that their private lives are laid

bare. Once such datais in the

government's hands, wide latitude in access and use

application of Aadhaar creates a potential for mass

facilitates government abuse. coercive
surveillance, which in turn threatens the privacy of Indian
citizens. From another perspective, it may be said that
now a person is bound by this AADHAR Act to
mandatorily have a mobile under any circumstances to get
his AADHAR card which is expressly in violation of his
liberty.

For the survival of a democracy, privacy and the rights of
citizens cannot be compromised. Privacy, as Professor
Alan Westin points out, provides for personal autonomy.
Without autonomy, individuals cease to exist and lose all
productivity. Communist and fascist regimes thrived on
depriving citizens of their autonomy.

will. Citizens have no protection against this surveillance
any more. Section 33 of the Aadhaar Act ensures that
under the guise of “national security”, the government
can access any information without providing any

explanation to anyone. It does not define

what is “national security” so any
reason can be used to access and
h use this data.

And today, under Prime Minister Modi's
government, the rules promulgated under the Aadhaar Act
2016, the Unique Identification Authority of India can file
a FIR against any citizen who questions its security. What
he called a political gimmick, a scheme without vision,
has now become his government's signature scheme. Be it
any government or political parties, the mindset remains
same and it's all about a chance to mandate compliance as
Lord Acton puts it, “Power tends to corrupt and absolute
power corrupts absolutely.”

In October 2015, the Supreme Court made it clear that
The Aadhaar card scheme is purely voluntary and it
cannot be made mandatory till the matter is decided by the
Court one way or another. In September 2016, the
Supreme Court once again reiterated this position. In fact,
it sought an explanation from the government and asked it
to remove a condition making it mandatory for the
students to give their Aadhaar numbers for various
scholarship schemes, despite a five-bench order that had
restrained the Central government. Making Aadhaar
mandatory to file IT returns ensures that this order 1s
wilfully ignored and in fact seems to hold the Supreme
Court's order in contempt. This clearly indicates that
government is transforming India undoubtedly into an
Absolutist or Totalitarian State where the role of
judiciary is no or less!

Aadhaar is a mass surveillance technology. Unlike
targeted surveillance, which is a good thing and essential
for national security and public order, mass surveillance
undermines security. And while biometrics is appropriate
for targeted surveillance by the state, it is wholly
inappropriate for everyday transactions between the state
and law abiding citizens. No matter the specific
techniques involved, historically mass surveillance has
had several constant attributes. Initially, it is always the
country's unorthodox and marginalized who bear the
brunt of the surveillance. And history is evident that mere
prevalence of a mass surveillance mechanism,
irrespective of its usage, is suffice to stifle dissent.
